Kélchi anointed with Tadidiin placed inside their new moccasins and placed on the path to proceed on the
road of Sa’ah Naaghéii Bik’eh H6zh6on as Kék’ehashchiin in beauty and harmony. The entrance and

pathway is importantly recognized with their positions in a Sun Path Way manner within and around home
and fireplace respectively.
